REQUEST FOR INTERVIEW   
We would be very glad if your highly esteemed Agency could grant us the opportunity to interview you or one of the officials on the impacts of the lithium project on biodiversity.  
Ghana, which is gearing up to produce lithium (Li), also known as ‘white gold’ in commercial quantities, is subject to the Parliament ratification of the lithium lease agreement between the Government of Ghana and Atlantic Lithium.
 The ratification of the agreement would allow the company full access to produce lithium in the Ewoyaa area, which could further lead to the disruption of biodiversity, especially in the project areas.
The Ewoyaa lithium project in Mankessim in the Central Region is being developed by Atlantic Lithium, a leading lithium exploration and development company based in Australia. The chiefs and people of the area say it could have dire impacts on the rich forests, mangroves, grasscutters, rodents, birds, and insects, among others.
As Atlantic Lithium is focused on exploiting the Ewoyaa, Abonko and Kaampakrom lithium spodumene pegmatite deposits, the chiefs, opinion leaders and those in the capital city, Accra, are worried that these resources (forests and animals) could be reduced and possibly extinct.
Our recent visit to the Ewoyaa community and its surrounding areas to speak with the people confirmed some environmental issues that the potential mine could expose to the lives of the people as well as their livelihoods.
It is in the light of these that we asking your high office to permit us the change to interview you.
